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Procedure for basic eye test

The Oncology Department will pay for a basic or DSE (display screen equipment) eye test if you are obviously suffering from an eye problem related to computer use. I.e. You need a new prescription in order to see what you are typing clearly. This is a basic eye test and does not include all elements of a normal eye test.
In order to qualify for the free basic eye test, you MUST contact Facilities (facilities@oncology.ox.ac.uk) first to discuss your individual case.
Currently you can choose any optician in Oxford to provide the eye test, once Facilities have agreed, but charges will vary so you will need to enquire about the cost at your chosen optician. Let Facilities know the optician and cost and they will raise a purchase order for this.
All other forms of eye test will need to be paid for by the user.
Following your DSE eye test, if you require glasses exclusively for computer work, the University will pay £75 towards the cost of your glasses. 
In this instance, you would need to arrange for your glasses to be made up by Gardiners Opticians in Headington (01865 761459). The procedure is that you would need to pay for them upfront and then claim back your £75 on expenses (contact orders@oncology.ox.ac.uk for procedure). You will need to attach your bill for your glasses when you submit your claims form, together with confirmation from the optician that the glasses are for DSE use only.
